Tuition is due by the 5th of every month, and a $25 late fee
is applied after that date. This is payable by cash or check
made out to CBCP sent in your child’s folder, or by paying
online through the school’s website. 

This month we will be doing a short cookie fundraiser-there
are also some other foods and various things. The cookies
will freeze until Christmas, and there are some other great
gift ideas as well. Keep an eye out for this form-coming
home very soon! This will be the last fundraiser for a while. 

If your child does not yet have a medical form in our files, we
must have one immediately for them to continue attending
school-according to State Law. If your child is unable to get
an appointment in time, please talk to Mandy or JoAnn.
There are options, but we MUST have something on file,
signed by a Doctor, and with an immunization list attached.

 If the weather is bad when you arrive, please pull under the overhang if possible, and we will use door 1 for that

day. Otherwise, please pull as close as possible to the fireside door, and be sure that you are free of distractions

and alert as teachers begin bringing children to cars. This ensures the safety of children and staff, and helps us

get everyone out in as timely a manner as possible. There is a state law that prohibits the use of cell phones

while operating a vehicle in a school zone area, unless it is in “hands free” voice activated mode. Another

reminder that children must be in a weight appropriate carseat and not in the front seat of the vehicle before

they leave the parking lot, and MUST BE BUCKLED IN. Remember that your children are watching, and your good

example helps them learn respect for rules and regulations.
